What is the PLAYERS DEVELOPMENT LEAGUE?

We use
short demonstrations and instruction then the players play. Play the game to learn the game!

In order to improve players must touch the ball. We use numerous ball handling games and small-sided games to
ensure that all players will touch the ball!

We meet twice a week; one night for instruction and modified games, the second night for 3v3 games. More
touches and engaged situations than traditional 5v5 games.
